TOP TRAVEL TIPS! 
Arrive Early – Beat the rush, soak up the vibes, and enjoy smooth entry into
Reggae Land!

Plan Your Return Journey – Book your taxi, train, or coach in advance to avoid
waiting around after the show.

Use Official Drop-Off & Pick-Up Points – Follow event signage and staff instructions
for safe, easy access.

Be Patient – Please allow extra time for arrival and departure.

Check the Reggae Land FAQs – Know what you can and can't bring to speed
up your entry. Travel light!

Wear Comfortable Shoes – You’ll be dancing and moving all day. Come prepped
for a full day of reggae vibes.

Stay Hydrated – Bring an empty refillable bottle! Free water stations will be available
across the festival.

WALKING TO THE FESTIVAL 
Walking is a great way to arrive at the festival while avoiding traffic and 
queues. The main pedestrian route is fully signposted and stewarded to 

ensure a safe and smooth journey to the event.

•  Approx. 25-minute walk via the Redway Pedestrian & Cycle Route 
•  Follow Route 51 – This is the major signed walking route from Milton Keynes Central
 Station to the venue

ROAD CLOSURES

TRAVELLINGBYTRAIN

To ensure smooth traffic flow and pedestrian safety, certain roads 
will be closed or restricted around the festival site. 

The nearest train station is Milton Keynes Central, which is 
approximately a 25-minute walk from the festival. 

Follow the official event signage
and diversions. 

Allow extra time for your journey traffic will be heavy,
especially before and after the event. 

Do not park in unauthorised areas,
vehicles parked illegally will be towed.
